Music Tuition – Terms of Agreement (September 2010-August 2011)

Dates of Terms and Sessions 

Michaelmas Term Session 1 will consist of 7 lessons between Monday 06.09.10 and Saturday 23.10.10 inclusive.

Michaelmas Term Session 2 will consist of 7 lessons between Monday 01.11.10 and Saturday 18.12.10 inclusive.

Lent Term Session 1 will consist of 7 lessons between Tuesday 04.01.11 and Saturday 19.02.11.

Lent Term Session 2 will consist of 6 lessons between Monday 28.02.11 and Saturday 09.04.11.

Summer Term Session 1 will consist of 5 lessons between Tuesday 26.04.11 and Saturday 28.05.11.

Summer Term Session 2 will consist of 7 lessons between Monday 06.06.11 and Saturday 23.07.11.
Terms and sessions correspond as far as possible with local school terms and half-terms. When a school half-term holiday includes two Saturdays, the first Saturday will be part of the current music tuition session or term, and the second Saturday part of the holiday. Each session will consist of 5, 6 or 7 lessons in the academic year September 2010 - August 2011 for which fees will be payable.

Lesson Fees

The hourly rate for music tuition from September 2010 is £35.00 Fees may be paid either for each session separately or for the complete term. Fees must be paid at or before the first lesson of each session or term.

Changing a lesson and Make-up lessons

If students wish to change the agreed lesson day or time for any reason, every effort will be made to do so provided a minimum of 24 hours notice is given. However this cannot be guaranteed. An alternative time in the same week that the lesson was due may be available. Alternatively, the lesson may be made-up later in the term, perhaps immediately prior to an examination, concert or music festival performance. Make-up lessons may also be available along with extra lessons during holiday periods. 

The lesson will not be made up when due notice is not given.

As the timetable is completely full with no free space for lesson changes, it is in the interests of all students if as much notice as possible of any absences can be given, so that all available times can be used to best advantage.

Extra Lessons

Extra lessons will be available during term time should these become necessary for examinations and concerts etc.

Whenever possible, additional lessons will be available on certain dates in August in order to maintain continuity of tuition during the long summer break.

Fees will be charged on an individual basis for such extra lessons.

Lessons not given

In addition to the 14 weeks of holidays, I will not be paid should I cancel lessons during term time due to my absence for illness or other reason. My cancelled lessons will either be made-up at a mutually convenient time, or when this is not possible, the fee will be credited against the fees for the next session, or refunded. 

Discontinuing lessons

6 lessons notice must be given when lessons are discontinued, or fees for 6 lessons tuition will become liable.
Additional Costs

The cost of music, tutor-books, examination papers etc. and Examination and Music Festival Entry Fees must be borne by the student. These costs will be shown separately on the invoices from the tuition fees.

Terms of Agreement and Financial Arrangements

The payer of the fees only is responsible for all matters relating to the Terms of Agreement. These will not be discussed with students under the age of 18 whose fees are paid by parents or guardians.

Lesson length

Lessons are generally of 30-60 minutes duration. Advanced students may require longer or additional lessons, especially when preparing for examinations, festivals or recitals.

Students are respectfully requested to arrive and leave punctually so as not to intrude on the next lesson period.

Parents attendance at lessons

Parents of young children are encouraged to attend their child’s lesson whenever possible. The purpose of this is to enable parents to learn how to help their child at home, and ensure that appropriate practice takes place. My experience has shown that the progress of younger children is much faster when parents are able to offer this support. As children become more mature, independent and able to organise their own work, attendance at lessons by parents becomes less significant.
